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Science Corner

Why does a sharp knife cut better than a blunt one?
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When you cut something, you exert force on the
blade of the knife. The cutting edge of the blade,
in turn, exerts pressure. In the case of a blunt
knife, the area of the cutting edge is wide. Your
force therefore has to act on a larger area. So the
pressure exerted by the cutting edge is reduced,
and cutting becomes difficult. If the area of the
cutting edge is narrow, as in the case of a sharp
knife your force has to act on a small area. So
pressure exerted by the cutting edge is greater
and cutting becomes easy.

Take a lump of soil and drop it into a large glass
full of water. You will see bubbles arising from
the lump. The bubbles are from air that was
trapped in the lump of mud.

Nitrogen is a component of air and it is essential
for plants , though plants cannot obtain nitrogen
directly from the air. When air penetrates into
the soil, certain bacteria that live in the soil
remove nitrogen from the air and change the
nitrogen into a form that can be used by plants.
